activities which causes or is Ikely to cause annoyance,
hardship or psychological harm or to raise fear or
apprefiension thereof in a fresher or a junicr student or
asking the students ‘0 do any act or perform something
w1ich such student will not in the ordinary course znd
wiich hae the effect of causing or generating a sense of
shame or embarrassment 50 as to adversely affect the
physique or psyche of a fresher or a junor student.
